The enrolment forms and payment are due prior to or on 6 February to ensure your
childs place in the school. See our Enrolment Procedure for more info.

Copies of the Ethnic Enrolment Form (has already been emailed to all families)
will be available for those families that experience trouble printing their own copy.
The form is relevant for families with children in Prep to Year 10. Parents with
Kindergarten aged children can ignore this form.The form shall be taken to your
childs school and be stamped and signed by an autorised staff member. The form
shall then be posted to me, 202 Brunswick Road, Brunswick VIC 3056, no later than
28 February. The form is the basis of our grants from Ethinc Schools Association of
Victoria and DEECD. Late submissions of the form will not be accepted and an
additional fee of $100 will be added to the childs base fee if the form is not
submitted on time.

The Swedish School require a Medical Action Plan if your child is suffering from
asthma, epilesy, diabetes or other serious medical condition.



This is to ensure that our students feel safe and our teachers work in a safe
environment and are aware of certian conditions that might require medical
attention.

Most of our teachers have a Firts Aid Certificate Level 1 and the ones who don’t will
get the required training throughout the year.

Swedish School bags are on sale for $1 during the first day of school.

Smavikingarna, Utgard and Midgard use sign-in och out forms that have to be signed
by the parent or authorised person at drop off and pick up.

Last year we had to introduce an Extreme Heat Policy due to the extreme weather
that we were experiencing. | would recommend that all families, both new and old
read this policy so that you are all aware that classes might be cancelled if we
experience temperatures above +40C. An email notification will be sent out to all
families in case classes need to be cancelled.

This year we are trialling a new branch of the Swedish School in the Mornington
Peninsula area. All the common school activities such as the ”pyssel dag” etc will
still be held at Swedish Church.

Ola Gabrielsson is our teacher for that class.

Staff at the Swedish School in 2010

School Facilities and Times

On the first day of school there will be a short presentation of the teachers and a
roll-call and then the classes will go to their allocated classrooms. Hugin and Munin
will stay in the Veranda room and have also got the Library to their disposal.
Midgard, Utgard and Yggdrasil will be at the Uniting Church, 603 Toorak Road.

Themes for 2010

In Smavikingarna the theme for the term will be “Me and My Body”. The children will
learn through moving, singing songs, rhymes, storytelling, playing games, role-play,
creating things etc. They will also use workbooks for reading and writing and a new
letter will be introduced every week. The children in Smavikingarna will also choose
Storybooks in Swedish to read at home and at some stage talk about their book at
school. The children in Smavikingarna will gain a lot from this task when it comes to
learning the language and gaining confidence. You can borrow books from school.
You will get more information about this in the weekly newsletter that Laila and
Annika will send out every week.

In Midgard and Utgard the theme for the term will be” Me, My Body, and Feelings™.
The children will be divided into groups according to their levels so that everyone
can feel confident in their group. The children will at some stage be asked to bring
something from home to share with the rest of the group (Show and Tell). Midgard
and Utgard will also continue with the singing sessions with me this year.

In Yggdrasil we will focus on ourselves this term. The theme will be “Me” and” My
Leisure Time”.
